Al Act and Al Liability Directive

The first provisions of the Al Act (Chapters | and Il) enter into effect on 2 February 2025. These include the
prohibition of unlawful practices under Article 5 and the Al literacy obligations under Article 4 of the Al Act. We
refer you to a special edition of our newsletter to prepare you for Al implementation and the steps to meet your
first obligations.

The European Commission has published the second draft of the General-Purpose Al Code of Practice. In
parallel, a public consultation is ongoing with feedback from a wide range of stakeholders. The Code contains
a total of 21 commitments for providers as well as an overview of specific measures and KPIs to assess
compliance. The Code is intended to help generic model providers demonstrate compliance with their
obligations under the Al Act. The final version is expected by 2 May 2025.

The Al Liability Directive is still in the legislative process and is undergoing revision following a supplementary
impact assessment of the Directive (which we have already reported on here). It is expected to be adopted in
2026 at the earliest, with a further two years for implementation into national legal systems. Consequently, its
implications for the private sector are expected to be seen no earlier than 2028.

Al Act Implementation

In the Czech Republic, the implementation of the Al Act will be overseen by the Ministry of Labor and Social
Affairs in cooperation with individual ministries, according to the latest reports. However, it is still unclear which
office will act as the supervisory authority.

Poland’s Ministry of Administration and Digitization published a draft law on Al systems, building on the
recently adopted Al Act. The draft includes the establishment of a Commission for Al Development and
Safety. Read more (in Polish)

Luxembourg has introduced a new Al law as part of the implementation of the Al Act. The proposal involves
utilizing existing supervisory authorities such as the CNPD (Data Protection Authority), CSSF (Financial Sector
Supervisory Authority), and ALIA (Audiovisual Media Authority). Read more (in French)
