The first convoy of humanitarian aid arrived in the Tigray region of Ethiopia, weeks after international
organizations came to an agreement with Addis Ababa but were blocked from entering.

Nigerian armed group Boko Haram claimed responsibility for the abduction of over 300 students during
an attack last Friday.

South African President Ramaphosa announced further restrictions to curb a COVID-19 spike, including an extended curfew
and further limits on alcohol sales.

Militants have forced 570,000 people to flee their homes in Mozambique’s northern Cabo Delgado province; President Filipe
Nyusi vowed to defeat insurgents who stepped up attacks since pledging loyalty to Islamic State last year.
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Residents of the Philippines will be required to wear a face shield in addition to a
face mask in public.

India reported 22,065 daily cases Tuesday, its lowest tally in five months.

Myanmar National Airlines is set to restart domestic flights today; de-facto
leader Aung San Suu Kyi spoke of “return to normal” in many economic sectors.

Fiji closed schools and urged people to stock up on emergency supplies as potentially devastating cyclone Yasa was due to hit the island nation.

Malaysia’s government on Wednesday declared a state of emergency to stop by-elections in two constituencies scheduled for next month, as the
country grapples with a spike in coronavirus cases. Malaysian Prime Minister Yassin passed his 2021 budget after weeks of political turmoil.
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The euro zone’s unadjusted trade surplus jumped y/y in October, as exports
held up better than imports amid the economic slowdown.

Hungary passed a package of new legislation limiting the rights of gay
couples, decreasing oversight of public funds, and changing
electoral rules.

Facebook will move all UK users to user agreements with its
California headquarters, taking them out of agreements with its Irish unit and circumventing EU privacy rules.

Germany, France, Belgium, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Spain, Italy and Switzerland released a statement saying they
would coordinate the beginning of their national vaccination programs. Germany entered a strict lockdown on Wednesday in an
effort to get soaring coronavirus cases under control as the number of registered deaths from COVID-19 jumped by 910. UK Prime
Minister Johnson suggested citizens postpone family gatherings until Easter. Scotland is considering additional lockdown
restrictions over Christmas. All secondary school students and teachers in England will be tested weekly for the coronavirus.
UNICEF, the humanitarian agency that typically provides aid in developing nations, plans to fund free meals for children in Britain
for the first time. In Russia, St Petersburg is running out of hospital beds for COVID-19 patients, city authorities said.

Turkey’s parliament said the US sanctions over the S-400 Russian defenses are “not in line with the spirit of alliance.”

Saudi Arabia announced its 2021 budget, which aims to cut the Kingdom’s

Israel’s Defense Ministry conducted multiple successful live fire drills of its multi-
range missile defense system, which provides protection against Iran and its

proxies in Lebanon. Israel signaled openness to future cooperation on missile
defense with Gulf Arab states that share its concerns about Iran.

Canada found that Iran’s investigation into the downing of a commercial airplane
in January has “major flaws.”

The US designated the Bahrain-based Saraya al-Mukhtar group as a terrorist
organization, accusing it of being backed by Iran and of having plotted attacks
against US personnel in the Gulf Arab state.

Iran president accused US President Trump of blocking vaccine purchases,
calling him devoid of “human and moral values.”
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The IMF said that just over 62 percent of the Fund’s lending has gone to 21 hard-hit Latin
American countries; Latin America holds just 8 percent of the world’s population but has seen
about 20 percent of global infections and 30 percent of deaths.

Rio de Janeiro has cancelled its annual New Year’s Eve beach party as coronavirus cases
have surged in Brazil.

Mexico’s foreign minister said he expects a rise in migration to the US. Mexican lawmakers changed the 41%
country’s national security law to restrict the presence of foreign agents, despite US pressure against the
legislation.

A respiratory therapist became the first person in Puerto Rico to receive a non-trial COVID-19 vaccine.
Bermuda swore in Rena Lalgie as governor, the first Black woman to hold the post.

Cuba rejected a US report that directed radio frequency had caused mysterious illnesses in US diplomats
posted in Havana.

A scientific expedition high in the Bolivian Andes revealed 20 species new to science, including “lilliputian
frog” plus four rediscovered species including the “devil-eyed frog” previously thought to be extinct.
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Senate majority leader McConnell (R-KY) congratulated President-elect Biden on his election victory. Mexican
President Lopez Obrador and Brazilian President Bolsonaro also congratulated Biden. President-elect Biden is
expected to tap one-time presidential rival Pete Buttigieg as secretary for transportation and former Michigan
Governor Jennifer Granholm to be secretary of energy.

Congressional leaders plan to meet today to discuss a narrow coronavirus stimulus package. Warren Buffett said
the US is at “economic war” and called for more stimulus from Congress. US manufacturing output grew more than “ ,
expected in November in its seventh consecutive month of growth.

Hospitals in Pennsylvania, Maryland, Virginia, and North Carolina now have record high numbers of COVID-19 patients.
California is ordering thousands of body bags as it undergoes “perhaps the most intense and urgent moment since the beginning
of this pandemic,” per Gov. Newsom. More than 500 teachers in Texas and Georgia staged a “sick-out” to protest a lack of
coronavirus protections. A net 70,000 people left New York City during the pandemic, resulting in $34 billion in lost tax income.
Texas surpassed 1.5 million infections.

The FDA approved the first over-the-counter, at-home coronavirus test for emergency use. US Supreme Court ruled with
churches seeking exemptions from COVID-related occupancy limits. A new Kaiser Family Foundation survey found that 71
percent of American adults would definitely get a vaccine, if free and cleared by the FDA, up 8 percent from September. A major

After three election cycles in less than a year, which led in May 2020 to the formation of a Likud-Blue and

White parity government, Israelis may be heading to a fourth election in March 2021, as a result of ongoing
political disputes and tensions inside the government between Likud and Blue and White.

Background

The current Israeli coalition government has been facing internal
problems since day one. It was designed to focus on containing the
COVID-19 pandemic and its economic fallout, yet the special COVID-
19 ministerial task force established was slow to react to
developments and was often caught up in political fights, allowing
political considerations to dictate its decisions. Polls indicated growing
public distrust over Prime Minister Netanyahu’s and the government’s
handling of the crisis. Moreover, from its early days, the animosity
inside the government between the two sides was deep, and it only
grew deeper as time progressed.

Netanyahu seemed to be in a never-ending election campaign, and
as such kept Alternate Prime Minister Benny Gantz in the dark on the
Abraham Accords reached with the UAE and Bahrain, on the

breakthrough with Morocco (Gantz was updated by the White House),
and most recently he failed to inform Gantz of his decision to appoint
a new Mossad Chief. Gantz’s public image was tarnished and support
for Blue and White plummeted as a result. In recent polls, Gantz’s
party received single digit numbers (between 6-9 seats).
Disappointed Gantz voters have found other centrist and right parties
to support.

The current crisis

December 23 is the deadline for passing a state budget. According to
the Basic Law: Government, if the Knesset fails to pass a budget, it
automatically dissolves, and new elections are held in three months.
Prime Minister Netanyahu and his party Likud refuse to adhere to the
coalition agreement they signed with Blue and White, which clearly
states the unity government will pass a bi-annual state budget.
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The budget, however, is just the excuse and tool used by Likud. What
is really behind it is Netanyahu's refusal to implement what he
committed to in the coalition agreement, namely the transfer of the
premiership to Blue and White leader, Alternate Prime Minister and
Defense Minister Benny Gantz, after 18 months, in November 2021,
as well as a keen desire to oust the activist Justice Minister Avi
Nissenkorn from Blue and White, who is blocking Likud’s attempts to
overhaul the justice system to allow Netanyahu to escape from
prosecution.

Ahead of the December 23 deadline there are two realistic scenarios:

* Likud and Blue and White fail to agree on a compromise before
December 23, a budget is not passed, the Knesset is dissolved
and a date for new elections is set, March 23, 2021.

* A last-minute compromise between Likud and Blue and White,
paves the way to the passing of a state budget, allowing the
coalition and government to remain in place.

Enter Gideon Saar

With just seven days left, parties are already preparing for new
elections, and the current political map is expected to change
dramatically before March 2021, with new parties emerging as well as

mergers between existing parties. Against this backdrop, Likud MK
Gideon Saar announced last week he is leaving Likud to form a new
party, New Hope. Saar, a nemesis of Netanyahu, ran against the
prime minister in last year’s Likud leadership primary and lost by a
wide margin (73 vs. 27 percent). After his defeat, Saar remained in
Likud, but was not given any ministerial portfolio and was
continuously humiliated by the prime minister.

Saar, who served as Education Minister and Interior Minister in the
past, is a popular right-wing politician, young and telegenic, who has
many followers and supporters outside the Likud. His announcement
sent shockwaves through the Israeli political system and recent polls
rank his party second (21 seats) after Likud (27 seats), and also rank
Saar second in suitability for the premiership (18 percent), after
Netanyahu (33 percent). Saar’s distinction is that he has pledged he
will refuse to join a Netanyahu-led government after the elections.

Support for Saar comes from disappointed Blue and White and Likud
voters, but the main “casualty” of Saar’s newly created party is the far
right Yamina Party, led by former Defense Minister Naftali Bennett.
Despite Bennett’s harsh criticism of Netanyahu’s handling of COVID-
19 he has refrained from announcing his own candidacy for prime
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minister and has not committed to join a Netanyahu-led government.
Before Saar established his party, some disappointed Blue and White
and Likud voters expressed their intention to vote for Bennett.
Support for Yamina has dropped dramatically in recent days.

Latest Poll

According to the latest poll (December 15), conducted by Channel 12
News, if elections were held now the results would be as follows:

Right-religious parties Likud 27
Ultra Orthodox parties 16

Yamina (Naftali Bennett) 13

New Hope (Gideon Saar) 21

Centrist parties Yesh Atid (Yair Lapid) 14
Blue and White (Gantz) 6

Israel Betenu (Avigdor Leiberman) 6

Left parties Joint Arab List 11
Meretz 6

While the poll’s results are a snapshot of current public trends, and
those will surely change, they point to several interesting trends:

The right-religious bloc (Likud, Yamina and the Ultra Orthodox
parties) which supported Netanyahu during the last three election
cycles, does not have a majority to establish a coalition, without
Saar’s party.

The centrist-left bloc, which supported Gantz in the last elections
(March 2020), is at its lowest point in two years

The right-left divide is replaced (once again) by a pro-Netanyahu
camp vs. an “anything but Netanyahu” camp. Saar can bring
together Yesh Atid, Blue and White, and Israel Betenu, which
together total 47 seats. The big question is whether Yamina will
be willing to form a coalition with Saar, and if it will, how would the
Ultra Orthodox parties (which have good ties with Saar) respond.

Finally, these results are not ideal for Netanyahu nor for Gantz
and may push them to find a last-minute compromise.
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Netanyahu’s trial

After a series of delays, Netanyahu’s criminal trial is scheduled to
resume in February. The trial clearly dominates Netanyahu’s political
considerations and maneuvers. His highest priority is to continue as
prime minister throughout the trial. His refusal to consider a budget
and transfer the premiership to Gantz are directly connected to his
fear of running out of options to continue as prime minister. He would
prefer to go to elections in June 2021, when the Pfizer and Moderna
vaccines may already have an impact, and the economy may start
bouncing back. Gantz, however, understands that if he waits until
June, he may lose more members of his party, which can lead to the
erasing of Blue and White from the (political) map.

Netanyahu is known as the ultimate campaigner, and if elections are
called next week, his campaign is prepared to go into full swing right
away. Nevertheless, for the first time he will be facing a fierce
competition on the right and will find it difficult to label right wing
politicians like Saar as “lefties” (similar to the tactics he used
successfully versus other rivals like Avigdor Leiberman and Gantz).

He will no doubt be able to point to impressive diplomatic
achievements in the region (and what he branded as his “peace for
peace” doctrine), as well as to his close relations with President
Trump and finally his successful efforts to secure COVID-19 vaccines
for millions of Israelis. Will he succeed and win the elections for the
sixth time remains an unanswered question at this time.
