South Korea’s daily coronavirus infections climbed back above 1,000 on Monday, despite tighter restrictions on
small social gatherings as the country tackles its worst outbreak since the pandemic began.
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Growth in eurozone manufacturing activity accelerated in December
helped by strong foreign demand and positive news on Covid-19 vaccines.

The UK began the New Year outside the EU’s orbit on Friday after ending
a tempestuous 48-year liaison, its most significant geopolitical
shift since the loss of empire. A British judge ruled that WikiLeaks’
founder Julian Assange should not be extradited to the US to
face charges of spying and conspiring to obtain secret US documents
by hacking government computers.

Britain reactivated emergency hospitals built at the start of the pandemic and shut primary schools in
London to counter the rapid spread of a much more infectious variant of the coronavirus. The UK has
reported more than 50,000 daily new cases for the past six days. All travelers entering Norway will have
to take a COVID-19 test within 24 hours of arrival from January 2. A new curfew in parts of France went
into effect, shuttering doors at 6pm. The German government and federal states agreed to extend the
lockdown until January 31.
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British Prime Minister Johnson has warned that more onerous lockdown restrictions in

England are likely in the coming weeks as the country reels from a coronavirus variant that
has pushed infection rates to their highest recorded levels. The UK has reported over 50,000
new virus cases for each of the past six days. The UK places sixth in the world for the
number of virus cases and deaths.

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Congress passed the National Defense Authorization Act, overriding President Trump’s veto for the first time in
his tenure. Nancy Pelosi was narrowly re-elected speaker of the House of Representatives on Sunday.

Stimulus checks began hitting Americans’ bank accounts over the weekend. The Senate failed to
pass a bill to raise the stimulus from $600 to $2,000 per qualified person.

The US surpassed 20 million virus cases. About 2.8 million Americans received a COVID-19 vaccine by December 31,
falling far short of a 20 million target. The death toll past grim milestone of 350,000. To speed up the beleaguered rollout
process, health officials may end up giving some Americans only half the recommended dose of Moderna’s coronavirus
vaccine. More than 40 percent to 60 percent of ICU patients in some metro areas are critically ill from Covid-19, according
to an analysis of federal data by the University of Minnesota Hospitalization Tracking Project. As large hospitals fill, they
close to local ambulances as well as most patient transfers, creating a far-reaching strain on regional heath-care
networks.

A record 3 million early votes have been cast in the two Georgia runoff elections that on Tuesday will decide which party
controls the Senate. President Trump urged fellow Republican Brad Raffensperger, the Georgia secretary of state, to “find”
enough votes to overturn his defeat in Georgia, provoking accusations of flagrant abuse of power and potential criminal

act.

Acting Secretary of Defense Chris Miller reversed directives, ordering the USS Nimitz back to the Middle East, three days

after ordering that it be sent home, citing recent threats by Iranian leaders.

Like other sectors, the retail industry had a rollercoaster 2020: after a steep dive in retail spending April -
sales fell 16.4 percent, arecord - spending has largely recovered, even climbing to 5.7 percent higher in
October than the previous year. Nonetheless, the retail sector still faces serious headwinds and major
transformations in 2021. Continued pandemic pressures will accelerate the trends that developed
throughout 2020, namely the rising dominance of e-commerce, consolidation of the industry as large
businesses overtook smaller ones, and an increase in “values-based,” conscientious shopping decisions.

Without a doubt, the boom in e-commerce has been the biggest story
of retail in the COVID-19 era. As consumers avoid in-person stores,
non-food online retail sales rose from 10.8 percent of total retail sales
in Q2 2019 to 16.2 percent in 2020, the largest jump on record. Most
of this growth was concentrated with the largest players, such
Amazon and Walmart, the latter of which became a somewhat
surprising e-commerce power player by using its stores as “mini
distribution sites,” immediately making in-store stock available for
purchase online and cutting delivery times. Increased online
shopping has created distribution and logistical problems, of course
(Walmart’'s decentralized distribution system multiplied inventory
headaches), and online sellers were not free of the COVID-19

concerns that limited their brick-and-mortar competitors, but nimble
traditional retailers have been able to largely offset the effects of
lockdowns.

The largest shift to online shopping, however, has been for food:
most grocery stores have implemented online ordering for delivery or
curbside pickup, and online restaurant delivery has skyrocketed - the
combined revenue of the four largest food delivery platforms, Uber
Eats, Grubhub, Postmates, and DoorDash, doubled in Q2-3 period
from 2019, from $2.5 billion to $5.5 billion. The pandemic also drove
innovation in “omni-channel” selling, wherein sellers operate stores
across multiple platforms, such as their own websites, Amazon, and
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Instagram or Facebook stores. As increased online selling created
logistical problems for sellers, so too has omni-channel selling
created new IT and inventory problems for stores to fulfill sales and
maintain inventory across multiple platforms. The increase in omni-
channel selling and otherwise embedded retail will also create new
opportunities for user customization via data tracking and Al:
increased selling on platforms like Instagram and Amazon, which
tailor ads and suggestions to users, will lead to ever-more specified
consumer experiences. For sellers, this is a plus, but it may be
challenged as legal battles over ad sales and discussions of data
privacy continue.

Throughout 2019, the retail sector mirrored other sectors in
experiencing widespread consolidation. Small or vulnerable retailers
without the capital to weather the pandemic folded while larger
corporations with the funds and infrastructure to adapt absorbed their
customers. This has been especially pronounced in online sales:
Amazon, which was already the largest single beneficiary of e-
commerce spending, was the largest beneficiary of the move online,
but Walmart, Target, and Best Buy all reported doubled or near-
doubled sales. Meanwhile, a staggering amount of small businesses,

both retail and otherwise, have shuttered - Yelp reported that
140,000 businesses on its platform registered as closed between
March 1 and June 15, with 40 percent of those closures permanent.
Even larger businesses that had lagged in going online or were
poorly capitalized, such as Lord & Taylor’s or J. Crew, have folded
during the pandemic. While consolidated markets have provided
huge profits for larger corporations and frequently provide customers
with affordability and efficiency, many worry that it will be difficult for
new businesses to survive in this ecosystem post-pandemic.

A rising trend in the COVID-19 era has also been a steady increase
in “conscious” consumer behavior - building on years of value-based
brand marketing, shoppers continue to indicate that they prefer to do
business with companies that share their values. Social justice and
anti-racism emerged as primary causes this year with the nationwide
Black Lives Matter protests and a multi-industry reckoning with
diversity and inclusion. Following the George Floyd protests in late
spring, Fortune 500 companies pledged more than $1.63 billion to
combating racial injustice, moves that experts say will help address
inequalities as well as foster loyalty among consumer and
employees. Efforts to support small businesses through the
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COVID-19 pandemic have also spurred a drive for conscientious
buying, and eco-conscious buying habits will remain a consistent
trend.

The pandemic also influenced multiple micro-trends for those with
the money to spend: everyone remembers, for example, the global
run on toilet paper that made headlines in early lockdowns (and that
Austria commemorated with a souvenir stamp printed on toilet
paper). Gym closures and a run-on home exercise equipment has
caused a huge spike in demand: the exercise group that owns
equipment company Nordic Track reported that April 2020 sales were
400 percent higher than the same month in 2019, and Bowflex, the
exercise equipment company, reported net sales increased 94
percent. The confluence of demand and early supply chain issues -
95 percent of dumbbells are produced in China - has created a
genuine dumbbell shortage in the US. A shortage of self-stable yeast,
prompted by the early adoption of bread-baking as a quarantine
hobby and a 600 percent increase in demand (per Fleischmann’s
Yeast), lasted through the summer, largely because the yeast-
development process cannot be sped up - and a shortage of
packaging. Comfortable clothes also profited: as people stopped

going into the office (or leaving the house at all), sales of “athleisure”
rose, and now comprise over 20 percent of all apparel dollars spent,
per a study by the research firm NPD Group; concurrently, sales of
cosmetics suffered, with L’Oréal reporting that the beauty market had
declined by 13-14 percent in the first half of 2020.

Of course, many of these trends only sample those with disposable
income and, with the COVID-19-related recession persisting, those
people are fewer and farther between. Food, cleaning products and
other essentials still dominate retail spending - after an initial spike of
panic buying in March, purchases of staples has stabilized, but is still
above baseline. As in other sectors, the COVID-19 pandemic simply
acted to accelerate existing trends, and as the recession persists for
and consumer have less to spend, e-commerce and consolidation
trends will only rise as consumers seek convenience and
affordability.
