A new study shows
that 1 in 50 UK residents has been infected with the coronavirus since March. Germany is extending its
lockdown until the end of January, seeking to mitigate the spread of the more infectious strain impacting
Europe. The Netherlands is the last country in the EU to begin distributing the Pfizer-BioNTech vaccine.

Germany's state and federal governments agreed on Tuesday to extend and expand
coronavirus lockdown rules in the country. School closures will be extended to the end of
January. Residents of areas deemed coronavirus hotspots will be restricted from traveling

more than 15 kilometers (9.3 miles) from their town without a valid reason. Private meetings
will be restricted to just one other person not living in the same household. All nonessential
shops and services remain closed, and people are not allowed to drink alcohol in public.

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Iran asked Interpol for a “red notice” for the arrest of US President Trump
and other officials for the targeted killing of Qassem Soleimani
last year. The US imposed a new round of sanctions on the
Iranian metals industry.

South Korea announced that a destroyer had arrived in the Strait of
Hormuz following the seizure of a South Korean-flagged tanker by Iran
earlier this week.

Tunisia’s Prime Minister dismissed his interior minister, a close ally of the
president, in a sign of tensions between the two leaders. ’
The UAE will soon start manufacturing China’s Sinopharm vaccine in the country. &

The UAE has a population of 9 million citizens and residents and the Sinopharm vaccine will be made available free to
all.

Jordan surpassed 300,000 virus infections, with just under 4,000 deaths.
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Mexico’s coronavirus tsar predicted an 80 percent drop-off in COVID-19 mortality once one-fifth
of the population has been vaccinated. Mexico’s President Lopez Obrador announced that once
medical workers are vaccinated, elderly in rural areas will be prioritized.

The Brazilian city of Manaus declared a 180-day state of emergency due to surging COVID-19 cases.
Colombia’s capital Bogota entered lockdown while its second-largest city Medellin introduces a curfew.

Puerto Rico’s new governor announced he will reopen beaches, shorten curfews, and eliminate a Sunday
lockdown.

Venezuela’s ruling socialist party inaugurated its new parliament, while the opposition hosted a rival virtual
session following the still-disputed December 6 elections. The Lima Group, a regional bloc comprised
mostly of Latin American nations, announced that it does not “recognize the legitimacy or legality of the
National Assembly installed on January 5” in Venezuela.

A three-week-long roadblock protest by locals has prevented Las Bambas mine in Peru, run by Australia-
based MMG Ltd, from exporting 189,000 tons of copper concentrate. The mine is one of Peru’s largest
copper producers, accounting for around 2 percent of global supply.
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Today, Congress will meet to certify electoral college votes; some 140 House and 13 Senate
Republicans intend to challenge the results of at least three states. President Trump has increased
pressure on Vice President Pence, falsely claiming he has the power to nullify election results. Inthe
Georgia election run off, Democratic challenger Raphael Warnock beat Republican incumbent Kelly
Loeffler, per media reporting. Democrat Jon Ossoff held a narrow lead over Republican David Perdue in the
other race, with a final outcome not expected until later on today. Democrats must win both contests to take 4
control of the Senate.

Georgia became the fifth state in the US to report confirmed cases of the new coronavirus strain. US Surgeon General
Adams warned states not to let rigid adherence to priority guidelines delay vaccine access. National COVID-19
hospitalizations reach a record 131,000. California reported 520 deaths yesterday, nearing its New Year Eve’s record of
563. Los Angeles health officials have told first responders to stop bringing adult patients who cannot be resuscitated to
hospitals, citing a shortage of beds and staff. New York Gov. Cuomo declined to follow other states in expanding vaccine
access beyond the first phase to speed rollout; A Texas hospital will give $500 bonuses to workers who choose to get the
vaccine.

With just a few weeks until President-elect Biden takes office, US-China relations are set to enter a new
cycle. While the deteriorating relations of the past year have put China at the center of US foreign policy
concerns, the country also faces acute domestic crises across politics, public health, and the economy likely
to consume much of the Biden Administration’s bandwidth in the first 100 days of office. However, the
guestion remains pressing for domestic, international, and private sector actors: what will the first months of
the Biden Administration mean for relations with Beijing?

For the most part, Biden’s announced national security and foreign
policy cabinet are individuals better known for expertise in the Middle
East than in Asia, and do not have a history of ideological agendas
relating to China that will steer the administration’s China policy. The
personnel and foreign policy agenda of the incoming administration,
as well as Beijing’s behavior towards it, will develop and clarify the
Biden Administration’s policy towards China in the coming months. In
the meantime, several expected trends and spaces to watch can
help provide a better understanding of Biden’s China policy as his
administration enters office.

Many of the Biden Administration’s initial policies relating to
competition with China will not directly deal with China itself. Biden
has repeatedly emphasized his focus on rebuilding multilateralism

and restoring American global leadership, spelled out in his
pronouncement, upon introducing his national security and foreign
policy team, that “America is back — we're at the head of the table
once again.” Biden’s theme of repairing alliances is couched in a
strategic understanding of the need to build coalitions to counter
Chinese influence. The angle of competition with China will,
unsurprisingly, be especially apparent in partnerships in Asia. Along
with strengthening alliances with South Korea and Japan, the 2020
deterioration in India’s and Australia’s relationships with China will
open doors for deepening US partnerships. The informal “Quad”
strategic forum of India, Australia, Japan and the US, will continue to
be a key target for US Indo-Pacific partnership building. The
backdrop of competition with China will effect coalition building
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beyond the region as well, and will likely be an early topic of
discussion with European allies — as foreshadowed by a recent tweet
from incoming National Security Advisor Jake Sullivan on “common
concerns about China's economic practices” as the EU finalized an
investment deal with China.

Outside of a decided pivot away from an “America First” approach to
international affairs, much of the Trump Administration’s more
adversarial approach to China will continue under Biden, at least in
the near-term. In particular, Trump-era approaches to tech policy are
unlikely to change, due to bipartisan concern about national security
threats and the success of the Trump Administration in curbing
Huawei’s international reach. In general, liberal-leaning analysts
have viewed Trump’s China trade policy more critically. While Biden
has indicated he does not intend quickly to scrap China tariffs, unlike
other tariffs on allies, trade policy is a likely area for the Biden
Administration to chart a more unique course. In his first months,
Biden will have to balance pressure from business groups to improve
economic relations with increasing mistrust of China across political
coalitions. It is too early to predict the precise nature of future trade
relations with China, but Biden can be expected to decelerate the
rapid implementation of sanctions, import/export restrictions and

other punitive economic measures that have created a chaotic and
unpredictable environment for international businesses.

Spaces to Watch

In its first 100 days and beyond, how the Biden Administration
handles a few key areas of cooperation, competition, and
confrontation will provide insight and clarity on the nature of a Biden
China policy. Along with monitoring key policy spaces, the staffing
and rhetoric of the Biden Administration will bring clarity with time. If
and where individuals with more established views on China are
appointed, such as Biden’s former deputy national security adviser
Ely Ratner, will further indicate the shape of Biden’s China policy.

Two key areas of cooperation stand out: climate and public health.
The appointment of John Kerry as an international climate envoy and
Biden’s pledge to rejoin the Paris Climate Accords show an
immediate focus on climate diplomacy. At the same time, the crisis of
the coronavirus pandemic and the need for global vaccinations could
be an opportunity for cooperation — or for China’s vaccine diplomacy
to sideline US global leadership. The coming months will give a
better understanding of whether the two countries can develop a
working relationship for areas of mutual benefit. While Chinese
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officials have made optimistic statements that dialogue can happen,
whether Beijing will be willing to make any concessions to a Biden
Administration is more questionable. On the US side, some analysts
are concerned Biden will give too many concessions to chase
climate or other critical cooperation with China, an angle that Biden’s
political rivals are certain to push.

The sharp deterioration in Australia-China relations will prove another
important test for the new Biden Administration. Some analysts
believe that a major driver of China’s actions is a view among
Chinese policymakers that Australia is a US foreign policy proxy, but
less risky to confront than the US itself. Whether or not this is
accurate, how the Biden Administration reacts to Australia-China
tensions will send an important signal to other US partners and
address the important issue of how the Biden Administration will
react to coercive economic behavior from China.

Issues of human rights and political freedoms from Xinjiang to Hong
Kong will be another key area characterizing Biden’s China policy.
While Congress and US public opinion is virtually unanimous in
condemning Beijing’s actions in these areas, what to do about them
is a more difficult issue, as it remains unclear what policy levers the

Biden Administration could pull to get any meaningful concessions
out of Beijing. How rhetoric of holding China accountable is
translated into policy action will be a tricky and long-developing
branch of Biden’s China policy. One pressure point to watch over the
next year will be the 2022 Beijing Olympics, which may be an
opportunity for major international pressure on China’s human rights
issues and will certainly be heralded with movements to boycott.

How the Biden Administration approaches Chinese students,
researchers, foreign nationals, and Chinese Americans will be a key
area of divergence from the Trump Administration. Democrats have
decried the rise in anti-Asian racism in the US and Trump
Administration rhetoric such as calling COVID-19 the “China Virus.”
While the Biden Administration is sure to immediately change
rhetoric, how it will balance concerns about Chinese espionage and
foreign influence (such as United Front work) with attempts to avoid
charges of discrimination is yet unclear. FBI Director Christopher
Wray, one of the most vocal officials on the threat of Chinese
intellectual and economic espionage, is expected to stay to the end
of his ten-year term, and Biden will have to address bipartisan
concerns about Chinese Communist Party activities overseas.
Though the COVID-19 pandemic’s effects on international travel will
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postpone the urgency of visa issues, Biden will face pressure from
both sides of the political aisle to strike a balance on this human
aspect of US-China relations.

Finally, how the Biden Administration weaves China policy into
domestic politics will play a critical role in US and international
politics for years to come. The broad popularity of a tougher stance
on China within Congress and the general public means that
domestic policy may be increasingly framed through a lens of China
policy. As the Biden Administration is likely to be consumed by
domestic policy priorities from day one, the need to build a stronger
United States is likely to be framed within the need to compete with
China as a method to increase political popularity and as the basis
for political coalition building. How this plays out will determine how
entrenched public attitudes towards China become and will set the
boundaries within which bilateral relations can develop.
